If your child has a temperature,
diarhhea, vomiting or an illness,
they may not return to class until
they are symptom free without
medication for 24 hours.

Only those whom you have listed
on the registration form will be
able to pick up your student.
Everyone must download the
Brightwheel app. If the teacher
does not recognize the pickup
person, they will be directed to the
school office where they must
present a picture ID.

Fieldtrips are an important part of
our curriculum. Parents are
responsible for transporting and
supervising their child during the
fieldtrip. If you are unable to
transport your child, it is your
responsibility to make other
arrangements.

Please be on time. Children can be
dropped off 10 minutes prior to the
start of class time. You must
contact the school if your child is
going to be absent.

All classes have a playground
time. It is important that each child
is dressed appropriately for that
day’s weather. Remember, Florida
weather changes quickly.

In addition we use ABC Jesus Loves Me
and Zoo-Phonics Curruculum.
